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When writing the text consider the following questions:

· How did you come to this choice?

· Has the picture reminded you of anything? Why?

· Have personal experiences influenced the choice?

· Have the colours influenced the choice? How?

· How did the painting make you feel?

· Could you describe the painting as moving in any way?

· Did you start off thinking you would find a picture like this – or did it jump out at you?

· Does the composition seem completely random or is there something edgy about it?

· Has your choice surprised you and if so why?

· Do you think the artist was trying to say anything when painting this picture?

· Do you enjoy looking at how the picture has been put together? 

· Which effect do you think the painter has been most successful in capturing and why?

If visiting your artworks you may also consider the following questions:

· How big is the work? Why is it this size?

· Would its meaning change if it were bigger or smaller?

· How do you relate to the artwork  physically? Does it make you feel large or small?

· Can we see how the artist is drawing us in to this painting if I spend time with it?

· Is there a difference between looking at a painting and at the same painting when it is a reproduced in a book or magazine? If so, which do you prefer and why?

· `Is there one word that encapsulates the essence of this painting?
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
